CONSTUTUTION OF INDIA

No. MCS 1084/(61)/E(CR)- :- In exercise of the powers conferred by the provision to article
309 of the Constitution of India, the Governor of Maharashtra is hrereby pleased to made
the following rules regulating recruitment to the post of Assistant Engineer (Civil) Grade-II,
in the Maharashtra Services of Engineers Group-B, under the Public Works Department and

Irrigation Department of the Government of Maharashtra, namely:-

l. (1) These rules may be called the Assistant Engineers (Civil), Grade-II, in the
Maharashtra Service of Engineers Group-B (Recruitment) Rules, 1997.

(2) Except rule 8, all the other rules shall be deemed to have come into force on the
1** April, 1981 and rule 8 shall come into force on the date of publication of these

rules in the Official Gazette.

2. In these rules, unless the context requires otherwise,--
(a) “Commission” measns the Maharashtra Public Service Commission
(b) “Department” means the Irrigation Department, or Public Works Department as
the case may be of the Government of Maharashtra.

(c) “Government” means the Government of Maharashtra.

3. Appointment to the post of Assistant Engineer (Civil), Grade-II, in the Maharashtra
Services of Engineers Group B, in the Department shall be made on the basis of the
result of a combined competitive examination for posts in Group A and B in the
Mabharashtra Services of Engineers held by the Commission, from amongst the
candidates who,-

(1) are not more than thirty years of age;
(i1) possess a degree of statutory University in Civil Engineering or any other

qualification declared by Government to be equivalent thereto

4. A person appointed to the post shall be on probation for a period of two years.



A person appointed to the post shall be required to pass the Departmental
Examination and examination in Hindi and Marathi according to the rules made in
that behalf, unless he has already passed, or has been exempted from passing, those

examinations.

A person appointed to the post shall, if so required, be liable to serve in any Defence
Service in India or post connected with the Defence of India; anywhere in or outside
India for a period of not less than four years (inclusive of the period spent on
training if any) on such conditions, as may be determined from time to time, by the

Government of India.

Provided that, no person shall be required to serve as aforesaid after the
expiry of ten years from the date of his appointment or after he has attained the age
of forty years, whichever is earlier.

A person appointed to the post shall be liable for transfer anywhere in the State of
Mabharashtra.

Notwithstanding anything contained in rule3, the temporary appointments made to
the post till the 31% December, 1996, may be regularised in the following manner,
namely :-

(a) The persons who have completed minimum three years of continuous service as
on the 31* December, 1996 and have satisfied the requirements of qualification
and age limit mentioned in rule 3, at the time of their appointment, shall have to
viva-voce or Limited Competitive examinations to be held by the Commission
during 1997-98

(b) Services of those persons who will qualify in such examination will be
regularised.

(c) The seniority of such qualified person shall be fixed as per the existing rules
noticed vide Government Notification General Administration Department No.
SRV 1076/XI1, dated 21% June 1982 regarding fixation of seniority.

(d) The services of persons who do not qualify in such examination shall be
terminated by the Government.

(e) The person who has been appointed to the post on or after 1* January 1994 but

on or before 31% December 1996 and who possess the qualification mentioned in



rule 3(ii) shall, in relaxation if necessary of the age-limit prescribed in rule 3(i),
be required to get selected in the first attempt in the regular combined
competitive examination to be held by the commission during 1997-98. Service
of such persons who have not been selected in the above competitive
examination shall be terminated by the Government, and the seniority of selected
persons shall be fixed in accordance with the rules mentioned in Government

Notification dated the 21* June 1982 mentioned in rule 8(c).

No. MCS 1084/(61)/E(CR)- :- In exercise of the powers conferred by the provision to article
309 of the Constitution of India, the Governor of Maharashtra is hereby pleased to made the
following rules regulating recruitment to the post of Sectional Engineer (Civil) Group B, in
the Maharashtra Service of Engineers, under the Public Works Department and Irrigation

Department of the Government of Maharashtra, namely:-

1. (1) These rules may be called the Sectional Engineer (Civil), Group B in the
Maharashtra Service of Engineers (Recruitment) Rules, 1997.

(2) They shall be deemed to have come into force on the 1% April 1981.

2. In the rules, unless the context otherwise require.—
(a) “Department” means the Irrigation Department or as the case may be, Public
Works Department, of the Government of Maharashtra.

(b) “Government” means the Government of Maharashtra.

3. Appointment to the post of Sectional Engineer (Civil), Group B, in the Maharashtra
Service of Engineers shall be made by selection on the basis of seniority, subject to
fitness from amongst the persons holding the post of Junior Engineer who—

(a) possess a three years Diploma in Civil Engineering or any other qualification
declared by Government to be equivalent thereto; and have put in not less than
five years regular service as Junior Engineer on regular establishment in the
Department; or

(b) possess and Upper Subordinate Certificate awarded by the Osmania Univeristy;
or other qualification declared by Government to be equivalent thereto, and have
put into not less than seven years regular service as Junior Engineer on regular
establishment in the Department; or

(c) are not possessing any of the qualifications mentioned in clause (a) and (b)
above but have put in not less than ten years regular services as Junior Engineer

on regular establishment in the Department.



A person appointed to the post of Sectional Engineer (Civil), Group B, shall be
required to pass the prescribed Departmental Examination and Examinations in
Hindi and Marathi according to the rules made in that behalf, unless he has already

passed, or has been exempted, from passing those examinations.

A person appointed to the post of Sectional Engineer (Civil), Group B shall be liable

for transfer anywhere in the State of Maharashtra.
